Not trouble, 
not hard times, not hatred, not hunger, not homelessness, not bullying 
threats, not backstabbing, not even the worst sins listed in 
Scripture...None of this fazes us because Jesus loves us. I'm absolutely 
convinced that... nothing can get between us and God's love...' (Romans 
8:35-39 TM). 'But I fall so far short,' you say. We all do! Yet nothing you've 
done has changed God's mind about you, and nothing ever will! His love 
remains; it's unconditional, constant and guaranteed: '...His mercy 
endures forever' (Psalm 136:1 NKJ). God's love for you is set in concrete; 
it has no cut off point! And that's the foundation you can build your life 
on!
